The University is accessible
with tuition rates less than the average at other U.S. pub-
lic universities. This allows students, who otherwise may
not have access to higher education, to receive their edu-
cation on Guam and become the educated professionals
that the island and region need to grow and prosper.
About 78% of students are either on financial aid or come
from families with income below the national average.
