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OVERVIEW—The Certificate of Achievement in Service Efforts and Accomplishments Reporting Program (SEA Program) encourages regular issuance of high-quality, comprehensive service efforts and accomplishments reports to citizenry and others, consistent with the program’s criteria (based primarily on the GASB’s suggested criteria for reporting performance information.) The program uses a peer review structure to evaluate the reports and provide detailed recommendations for improving the report’s content and structure.

EVALUATION—The evaluation assesses the report’s usefulness to the public and other stakeholders and evaluates how well government communicates its performance to the public, consistent with the program’s criteria.

BENEFITS—An in-depth report evaluation; recommendations for improving report content and structure and an opportunity for formal recognition via the Certificate of Achievement in SEA Reporting.  A three tiered award program offers participants of the program to quality for one of three awards. 
OBLIGATIONS—All participants listed publicly; AGA will disseminate a “noteworthy features” document that might include each government’s name associated with specific best practices in reporting.

DEADLINE—Reviews are received on a rolling basis.
